New Business

1. Jill reported from Assembly: will scan and email to |G application for the R2 convention (July 8-10 in
Burlingame in person), will send us notes from the Assembly as well. 75% of groups were represented, both
physical and zoom. R2 needs vice chair. If local groups decide to remain permanently on Zoom they need to change
their meeting number; Traditions and concepts power point with emphasis on relationship is available for a
presentation on the R2 website. New traditions workbook should be approved at next world service; a new edition
of Voices of Recovery coming out. Sponsor shortage was the biggest problem discussed; 2" was lack of people to
do service — suggestion was to lower the bar to give service. Meetings were encouraged to create a position for
someone to call newcomers. Zoom bombing discussed: San Diego and LA IG have a system —they can help. It was
voted to change diversity committee to diversity community. Laura suggests putting info and an easy link about the
upcoming R2 convention on the Marin website home page; Curtis will send this on to Mary.



2. Deborah expresses a desire that we come up with a Zoom bomber protocol to make available to our
groups.
